​them,​​and​​a​​fuller​​understanding​​and​​efficacy​​are​​fostered​​by​​a​​living​​commentary​​on​​it,​​that​
​is​ ​to​ ​say,​ ​by​ ​the​ ​homily,​ ​understood​ ​as​ ​an​ ​integral​ ​part​ ​of​ ​the​ ​liturgical​ ​action​ ​(General​
​Instruction of the Roman Missal, 29)."​

​Everyone​ ​has​ ​a​ ​vocation,​ ​a​ ​calling​ ​from​ ​God.​ ​It​ ​takes​ ​time​ ​and​ ​soul-searching​ ​to​ ​discern​ ​our​
​individual​ ​calling,​ ​whether​ ​it​ ​is​ ​the​ ​holy​ ​single​ ​state,​ ​sacramental​ ​marriage,​ ​consecrated​
​religious​​life,​​or​​priesthood.​​A​​commitment​​to​​a​​life​​doing​​God’s​​will​​in​​one​​of​​those​​four​​states​​is​
​critical for civilization to thrive.​

​Sacred​ ​Heart​ ​prays​ ​and​ ​takes​ ​action​ ​to​ ​help​ ​parishioners​ ​in​ ​discernment​ ​(from​ ​school​ ​age​
​children​ ​to​ ​adults),​ ​and​ ​to​​support​​our​​seminarians.​ ​We​​pray​​a​​decade​​of​​a​​Scriptural​​Rosary​
​for​​vocations​​at​​5:15pm​​every​​Tuesday​​evening​​before​​the​​5:30​​Mass.​​Also​​we​​devote​​ourselves​​to​
​pray​ ​for​ ​vocations​ ​during​ ​a​ ​Holy​ ​Hour​ ​of​ ​Eucharistic​ ​adoration​ ​on​ ​the​ ​first​ ​Tuesday​ ​of​ ​every​
​month at 4:15pm followed by 5:30 Mass.​
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
